Jiana Peng will be substituting for Ying between July 31 and August 7 while Ying travels
back to Singapore to spend time with family.

Born in Sichuan, China, Jiana Peng has performed throughout the United States, Europe,
and China. She is the winner of the 2020 International Chopin Piano Competition (Corpus
Christi) and a laureate of the 2022 Kosciuszko Foundation Chopin Piano Competition
(Washington, D.C). Her debut album “Chopin Preludes and Other Works” was released
globally in Spring 2022. She is also the winner of the Finalist Award in the New York
International Piano Competition, Nice Coté d’Azur International Piano Competition, the
Cleveland Pops Orchestra Music Scholarship Competition, and the Cleveland Institute of
Music Concerto Competition. In 2021, Jiana was among the 87 pianists selected from over
500 applicants worldwide to participate in the 2020 International Fryderyk Chopin Piano
Competition in Warsaw, Poland.

Jiana earned her Bachelor's and Master of Music degrees from the Cleveland Institute of
Music, studying with Antonio Pompa-Baldi and HaeSun Paik, as well as her Artist Diploma
from the Oberlin Conservatory under the guidance of Stanislav loudenitch. She is currently
pursuing her Doctor of Musical Arts degree at the University of Miami’s Frost School of
Music under the tutelage of Kevin Kenner with a graduate teaching assistantship.
